	Mission of Organization: Mission Services opens doors of hope to those seeking emergency shelter and support, by offering safe shelter, food, clothing and by facilitating rehabilitation as needed, in an atmosphere of compassion.

	

	Description of the Organization: This branch of Mission Services of London is a 41-bed facility which can accommodate 20 women and 7 families. The length of stay varies from one day to several weeks. At Rotholme, twenty-four hour emergency admission is provided for single women, age 16 and over, and families who:

-are homeless and in need of temporary emergency accommodation; 
-are in crisis and require emergency shelter and care. 

Special arrangements can be made for male-led single parent families.

Caseworkers and a Child and Youth Worker provide crisis counselling and assist clients to re-enter the community. They refer clients to community agencies and help them plan an appropriate support system.

Special service is offered to clients with mental health issues through referral to the Community Mental Health Program.
